ENFORCEMENT PROGRAM AND UNDER THE TEMPORARY ASSISTANCE
TO NEEDY FAMILIES FEDERAL BLOCK GRANT.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Section 11.3 of S.L. 1997-433 reads as rewritten:
"Section 11.3. Except as otherwise provided in this act, this act becomes effective
October-1,-1997-and-expies-onJune-30,-1998-October 1, 1997."
Section 2. This act is effective June 30, 1998.
