A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR THE CONTINUED OPERATION OF THE
METHODIST HOME FOR CHILDREN'S "BRIDGES PROJECT".

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of
Health and Human Services, Division of Mental Health, Developmental Disabilities, and
Substance Abuse Services, the sum of two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000) for
the 1998-99 fiscal year for the continued operation of The Methodist Home for Children's
"Bridges Project". The "Bridges Project" is a unique family-centered, in-home,
community-based treatment initiative for substance-affected families in North Carolina.

Section 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 1998.
