AN ACT TO MAKE TECHNICAL AND OTHER CHANGES TO THE GENERAL 2 

STATUTES REGARDING THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY AS 3 

RECOMMENDED BY THE JOINT LEGISLATIVE OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE ON 4 

JUSTICE AND PUBLIC SAFETY. 5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 

PART I. SUBSTANTIVE CHANGES 7 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 14-202(m) reads as rewritten: 8 

"(m) The provisions of subsections (a), (a1), (c), (e), (g), (h), and (k) of this section do 9 

not apply to: 10 

(1) Law enforcement officers while discharging or attempting to discharge their 11 

official duties; or 12 

(2) Personnel of the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public 13 

Safety Safety, the Division of Juvenile Justice of the Department of Public 14 

Safety, or of a local confinement facility for security purposes or during 15 

investigation of alleged misconduct by a person in the custody of the 16 

Division or the local confinement facility." 17 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 15-203 reads as rewritten: 18 

"§ 15-203.  Duties of the Secretary of Public Safety; appointment of probation officers; 19 

reports; requests for extradition. 20 
The Secretary of Public Safety Safety, or the Secretary's designee, shall direct the work of 21 

the probation officers appointed under this Article. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 22 

the Secretary of Public Safety shall have sole discretion to establish the minimum experience 23 

requirements to receive an appointment as a probation officer. The Office of State Personnel 24 

shall work with the Secretary to establish position classifications for probation officers based 25 

on the experience requirements established by the Secretary. The Secretary Secretary, or the 26 

Secretary's designee, shall consult and cooperate with the courts and institutions in the 27 

development of methods and procedure in the administration of probation, and shall arrange 28 

conferences of probation officers and judges. The Secretary shall make an annual written report 29 

with statistical and other information to the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of 30 

Public Safety and the Governor. The Secretary is authorized to present to the Governor written 31 

applications for requisitions for the return of probationers who have broken the terms of their 32 

probation, and are believed to be in another state, and the Secretary shall follow the procedure 33 

outlined for requests for extradition as set forth in G.S. 15A-743." 34 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 18B-500(a) reads as rewritten: 35 
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"(a) Appointment. – The Secretary of Public Safety shall appoint alcohol 1 

law-enforcement agents and other enforcement personnel. The Secretary of Public Safety may 2 

also appoint regular employees of the Department of Public Safety who are sworn law 3 

enforcement officers or regular employees of the Commission as alcohol law-enforcement 4 

agents. Alcohol law-enforcement agents shall be designated as "alcohol law-enforcement 5 

agents". Persons serving as reserve alcohol law-enforcement agents are considered employees 6 

of the Alcohol Law Enforcement Section for workers' compensation purposes while performing 7 

duties assigned or approved by the Director of Alcohol Law Enforcement Section or the 8 

Director's designee." 9 

SECTION 4.  G.S. 18B-500 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 10 

"(g) Shifting of Personnel From One District to Another. – The Director of the Alcohol 11 

Law Enforcement Section, under rules adopted by the Department of Public Safety may, from 12 

time to time, shift the forces from one district to another or consolidate more than one district 13 

force at any point for special purposes. Whenever an agent of the Alcohol Law Enforcement 14 

Section is transferred from one district to another for the convenience of the State or for reasons 15 

other than the request of the agent, the Department shall be responsible for transporting the 16 

household goods, furniture, and personal apparel of the agent and members of the agent's 17 

household." 18 

SECTION 5.  G.S. 20-79.5(a) reads as rewritten: 19 

"(a) Plates. – The State government officials listed in this section are eligible for a 20 

special registration plate under G.S. 20-79.4. The plate shall bear the number designated in the 21 

following table for the position held by the official. 22

who provides direct care for a client, patient, student, resident or 25 

ward of the Division. 26 

b. A person who supervises positions in the Division of Juvenile Justice 27 

of the Department of Public Safety providing direct care for a client, 28 

patient, student, resident or ward of the Division. 29 

c. An applicant for employment or a current employee in a position in 30 

the Department of Health and Human Services. 31 

d. An independent contractor or an employee of an independent 32 

contractor that has contracted to provide services to the Department 33 

of Health and Human Services. 34 

e. A person who has been approved to perform volunteer services for 35 

the Department of Health and Human Services. 36 

f. An independent contractor or an employee of an independent 37 

contractor who has contracted with the Division of Juvenile Justice 38 

of the Department of Public Safety to provide direct care for a client, 39 

patient, student, resident, or ward of the Division. 40 

g. A person who has been approved to perform volunteer services in or 41 

for the Division of Juvenile Justice of the Department of Public 42 

Safety to provide direct care for a client, patient, student, resident, or 43 

ward of the Division." 44 

SECTION 7.  G.S. 120C-500 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 45 

"(e) Notwithstanding subsection (c) of this section, the Secretary of Public Safety shall 46 

designate at least one, but no more than five, liaison personnel to lobby for legislative action for 47 

all offices, commissions, and agencies within the Department of Public Safety, as established 48 

by Article 13 of Chapter 143B." 49 

SECTION 8.  G.S. 126-5(d)(1) reads as rewritten: 50 
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"(1) Exempt Positions in Cabinet Department. – The Governor may designate a 1 

total of 100 exempt policymaking positions throughout the following 2 

departments: 3 

a. Department of Administration;Administration. 4 

b. Department of Commerce;Commerce. 5 

c. Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety; 6 

d. Department of Public Safety;Safety. 7 

e. Department of Cultural Resources;Resources. 8 

f. Department of Health and Human Services;Services. 9 

g. Department of Environment and Natural Resources;Resources. 10 

h. Department of Revenue;Revenue. 11 

i. Department of Transportation; andTransportation. 12 

j. Division of Juvenile Justice of the Department of Public Safety. 13 

The Governor may designate exempt managerial positions in a number up to 14 

one percent (1%) of the total number of full-time positions in each cabinet 15 

department listed above in this sub-subdivision, not to exceed 30 positions in 16 

each department. Notwithstanding the provisions of this subdivision or the 17 

other requirements of this subsection, the Governor may at any time 18 

designate up to one percent (1%) of the total number of full-time positions in 19 

the Department of Public Safety, not to exceed 100 positions, as exempt 20 

managerial positions. Notwithstanding the provisions of this subdivision, or 21 

the other requirements of this subsection, the Governor may at any time 22 

increase by five the number of exempt policymaking positions at the 23 

Department of Health and Human Services, but at no time shall the total 24 

number of exempt policymaking positions exceed 105. Notwithstanding the 25 

provisions of this subdivision, or the other requirements of this subsection, 26 

the Governor may at any time increase by five the number of exempt 27 

policy-making positions at the Department of Public Safety, but at no time 28 

shall the total number of exempt policy-making positions exceed 105. The 29 

Governor shall notify the General Assembly and the State Personnel 30 

Director of the additional positions designated hereunder." 31 

SECTION 9.  G.S. 143B-600(a) reads as rewritten: 32 

"(a) There is established the Department of Public Safety. The head of the Department of 33 

Public Safety is the Secretary of Public Safety, who shall be known as the Secretary. The 34 

Department shall consist of six divisions and an Office of External Affairs as follows: 35 

(1) The Division of Adult Correction, which shall consist of the former 36 

Department of Correction. The head of the Division of Adult Correction 37 

shall be a chief deputy secretary, who shall be responsible for prisons, 38 

community corrections, and correction enterprises.enterprises, alcoholism 39 

and chemical dependency treatment, offender records management, and 40 

extradition. 41 

(2) The Division of Juvenile Justice, which shall consist of the former 42 

Department of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention. The head of the 43 

Division of Juvenile Justice shall be a chief deputy secretary, who shall be 44 

responsible for youth detention centers, court services, community 45 

programs, and youth development centers. 46 

(3) The Division of Law Enforcement, which shall consist of the following 47 

former divisions of the Department of Crime Control and Public Safety: the 48 

State Highway Patrol, the Alcohol Law Enforcement Division, and the State 49 

Capitol Police Division. The head of the Division of Law Enforcement shall 50 

be a chief deputy secretary. 51 
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(4) The Division of Emergency Management, which shall consist of the former 1 

Division of Emergency Management of the Department of Crime Control 2 

and Public Safety and the Civil Air Patrol. 3 

(5) The North Carolina National Guard. 4 

(6) The Division of Administration, the head of which shall be a chief deputy 5 

secretary responsible for all administrative functions, including fiscal, 6 

auditing, information technology, purchasing, human resources, training, 7 

engineering, and facility management functions for the Department. Within 8 

the Division, there is established a Grants Management Section, which shall 9 

consist of the Governor's Crime Commission, the Criminal Justice 10 

Partnership Program,Commission and the Juvenile Crime Prevention 11 

Council Fund. 12 

(7) The Office of External Affairs, which shall be responsible for federal and 13 

State liaison activities, victim services, and public affairs." 14 

SECTION 10.  G.S. 143B-704 reads as rewritten: 15 

"§ 143B-704.  Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety – functions. 16 

(a) The functions of the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public 17 

Safety shall comprise comprise, except as otherwise expressly provided by the Executive 18 

Organization Act of 1973 or by the Constitution of North Carolina Carolina, all functions of the 19 

executive branch of the State in relation to corrections and the rehabilitation of adult offenders, 20 

including detention, parole, and aftercare supervision, and further including those prescribed 21 

powers, duties, and functions enumerated in Article 14 of Chapter 143A of the General Statutes 22 

and other laws of this State. 23 

(b) All such functions, powers, duties, and obligations heretofore vested in the 24 

Department of Social Rehabilitation and Control and any agency enumerated in Article 14 of 25 

Chapter 143A of the General Statutes and laws of this State are hereby transferred to and vested 26 

in the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety except as otherwise 27 

provided by the Executive Organization Act of 1973. They shall include, by way of extension 28 

and not of limitation, the functions of: 29 

(1) The State Department of Correction and Commission of Correction, 30 

(2) Repealed by Session Laws 1999-423, s. 8, effective July 1, 1999. 31 

(3) The State Probation Commission, 32 

(4) The State Board of Paroles, 33 

(5) The Interstate Agreement on Detainers, and 34 

(6) The Uniform Act for Out-of-State Parolee Supervision. 35 

(c) The Section of Community Corrections of the Division of Adult Correction shall 36 

establish rules for intensive supervision consistent with the requirements specified in 37 

G.S. 15A-1340.11(5). 38 

(d) The Department shall establish a Substance Abuse Program. This Program shall 39 

include an intensive term of inpatient treatment, normally four to six weeks, for alcohol or drug 40 

addiction in independent, residential facilities for approximately 100 offenders per facility. 41 

The Division shall establish an alcoholism and chemical dependency treatment program. 42 

The program shall consist of a continuum of treatment and intervention services for male and 43 

female inmates, established in medium and minimum custody prison facilities, and for male 44 

and female probationers and parolees, established in community-based residential treatment 45 

facilities. 46 

(e) The Department, in consultation with the Domestic Violence Commission, and in 47 

accordance with established best practices, shall establish a domestic violence treatment 48 

program for offenders sentenced to a term of imprisonment in the custody of the Department 49 

and whose official record includes a finding by the court that the offender committed acts of 50 

domestic violence. 51 
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The Department shall ensure that inmates, whose record includes a finding by the court that 1 

the offender committed acts of domestic violence, complete a domestic violence treatment 2 

program prior to the completion of the period of incarceration, unless other requirements, 3 

deemed critical by the Department, prevent program completion. In the event an inmate does 4 

not complete the program during the period of incarceration, the Department shall document, in 5 

the inmate's official record, specific reasons why that particular inmate did not or was not able 6 

to complete the program." 7 

SECTION 11.  G.S. 143B-705 reads as rewritten: 8 

"§ 143B-705.  Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety – 9 

Substance Abuse Program.Alcoholism and Chemical Dependency Treatment 10 

Program. 11 
(a) The Substance Abuse Program established by subsection (d) of §G.S. 143B-704 12 

shall be offered in a correctional facility,facilities, or a portion of a correctional facility 13 

facilities that is are self-contained, so that the residential and program space is separate from 14 

any other programs or inmate housing, and shall be operational by January 1, 1988, at such 15 

unitthose facilities as the Secretary or the Secretary's designee may designate. 16 

(b) An Assistant Secretary for Substance AbuseA Section Chief for the Alcoholism and 17 

Chemical Dependency Treatment Program shall be employed and shall report directly to the 18 

Office of the Secretary of Public Safety.a deputy director for the Division of Adult Correction 19 

as designated by the Chief Deputy Secretary for the Division of Adult Correction. The duties of 20 

the Assistant SecretarySection Chief and staff shall include the following: 21 

(1) Administer and coordinate all substance abuse programs, grants, contracts, 22 

and related functions in the Division of Adult Correction of the Department 23 

of Public Safety;Safety. 24 

(2) Develop and maintain working relationships and agreements with agencies 25 

and organizations that will assist in developing and operating a Substance 26 

Abuse Programalcoholism and chemical dependency treatment and recovery 27 

programs in the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public 28 

Safety;Safety. 29 

(3) Develop and coordinate the use of volunteers in the Substance Abuse 30 

Program;Program. 31 

(4) Develop and present training programs related to substance abuse 32 

alcoholism and chemical dependency for employees and others at all levels 33 

in the agency;agency. 34 

(5) Develop programs that provide effective treatment for inmates, probationers, 35 

and parolees with substance abuse problems;alcohol and chemical 36 

dependency problems. 37 

(6) Maintain contact with key leaders in the substance abuse fieldalcoholism and 38 

chemical dependency field, the service structure of various community 39 

recovery programs, and active supporters of the Correction 40 

Program;Program. 41 

(7) Supervise directly the directors of treatment units, facility and district 42 

program managers, other specialized personnel, and programs that exist or 43 

may be developed in the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of 44 

Public Safety; andSafety. 45 

(8) Develop employee assistance programs for employees with substance abuse 46 

problems. 47 

(c) In the uniteach prison that houses an alcoholism and chemical dependency program, 48 

there shall be a unit superintendent under the Section of Prisons of the Division of Adult 49 

Correction and other custodial, administrative, and support staff as required for a medium 50 

custody facility for approximately 100 inmates.to maintain the proper custody level at the 51 
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facility. The unit superintendent shall be responsible for all matters pertaining to custody and 1 

administration of the unit. The Assistant Secretary shall designate an employee to administer 2 

the inpatient treatment program under the direction of the Assistant Secretary for Substance 3 

Abuse. The Section Chief of the Alcoholism and Chemical Dependency Treatment Program 4 

shall designate and direct employees to manage treatment programs at each location. Duties of 5 

unit treatment program managers shall include program development and implementation, 6 

supervision of personnel assigned to treatment programs, adherence to all pertinent policy and 7 

procedural requirements of the Department, and other duties as assigned. 8 

(d) Extensive use may be made of inmates working in the role of ancillary staff, peer 9 

counselors,treatment assistants, role models, or study group leaders as the program manager 10 

determines. Additional resource people who may be required for specialized treatment 11 

activities, presentations, or group work may be employed on a fee or contractual basis. 12 

(e) Admission priorities shall be established as follows: 13 

(1) Evaluation and referral from reception and diagnostic centers. 14 

(2) General staff referral. 15 

(3) Self-referral. 16 

(f) The Program shall include extensive follow-up after the period of intensive 17 

treatment. There will be specific plans for each departing inmate for follow-up, including active 18 

involvement with Alcoholics Anonymous, community resources, and personal sponsorship." 19 

SECTION 12.  G.S. 143B-710 reads as rewritten: 20 

"§ 143B-710.  Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety – head. 21 

The Secretary of Public Safety shall appoint a chief deputy secretary to be the head of the 22 

Division." 23 

SECTION 13.  G.S. 143B-806 reads as rewritten: 24 

"§ 143B-806.  Duties and powers of the Division of Juvenile Justice of the Department of 25 

Public Safety. 26 
(a) The head of the Division is the Secretary. a Chief Deputy Secretary appointed by 27 

the Secretary of Public Safety. The Secretary Chief Deputy Secretary shall have the powers and 28 

duties conferred by this Chapter, delegated by the Secretary of Public Safety or the Governor, 29 

and conferred by the Constitution and laws of this State. The Secretary of Public Safety shall be 30 

responsible for effectively and efficiently organizing the Division to promote the policy of the 31 

State as set forth in this Part and to promote public safety and to prevent the commission of 32 

delinquent acts by juveniles. 33 

(b) The Secretary Chief Deputy Secretary shall have the following powers and duties: 34 

(1) Give leadership to the implementation as appropriate of State policy that 35 

requires that youth development centers be phased out as populations 36 

diminish. 37 

(2) Close a State youth development center when its operation is no longer 38 

justified and transfer State funds appropriated for the operation of that youth 39 

development center to fund community-based programs, to purchase care or 40 

services for predelinquents, delinquents, or status offenders in 41 

community-based or other appropriate programs, or to improve the 42 

efficiency of existing youth development centers, after consultation with the 43 

Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations. 44 

(3) Administer a sound admission or intake program for juvenile facilities, 45 

including the requirement of a careful evaluation of the needs of each 46 

juvenile prior to acceptance and placement. 47 

(4) Operate juvenile facilities and implement programs that meet the needs of 48 

juveniles receiving services and that assist them to become productive, 49 

responsible citizens. 50 
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(5) Adopt rules to implement this Part and the responsibilities of the Secretary 1 

and the Division under Chapter 7B of the General Statutes. The Secretary 2 

may adopt rules applicable to local human services agencies providing 3 

juvenile court and delinquency prevention services for the purpose of 4 

program evaluation, fiscal audits, and collection of third-party payments. 5 

(6) Ensure a statewide and uniform system of juvenile intake, protective 6 

supervision, probation, and post-release supervision services in all district 7 

court districts of the State. The system shall provide appropriate, adequate, 8 

and uniform services to all juveniles who are alleged or found to be 9 

undisciplined or delinquent. 10 

(7) Establish procedures for substance abuse testing for juveniles adjudicated 11 

delinquent for substance abuse offenses. 12 

(8) Plan, develop, and coordinate comprehensive multidisciplinary services and 13 

programs statewide for the prevention of juvenile delinquency, early 14 

intervention, and rehabilitation of juveniles. 15 

(9) Develop standards, approve yearly program evaluations, and make 16 

recommendations based on the evaluations to the General Assembly 17 

concerning continuation funding. 18 

(10) Collect expense data for every program operated and contracted by the 19 

Division. 20 

(11) Develop a formula for funding, on a matching basis, juvenile court and 21 

delinquency prevention services as provided for in this Part. This formula 22 

shall be based upon the county's or counties' relative ability to fund 23 

community-based programs for juveniles. 24 

Local governments receiving State matching funds for programs under 25 

this Part must maintain the same overall level of effort that existed at the 26 

time of the filing of the county assessment of juvenile needs with the 27 

Division. 28 

(12) Assist local governments and private service agencies in the development of 29 

juvenile court services and delinquency prevention services and provide 30 

information on the availability of potential funding sources and assistance in 31 

making application for needed funding. 32 

(13) Develop and administer a comprehensive juvenile justice information system 33 

to collect data and information about delinquent juveniles for the purpose of 34 

developing treatment and intervention plans and allowing reliable 35 

assessment and evaluation of the effectiveness of rehabilitative and 36 

preventive services provided to delinquent juveniles. 37 

(14) Coordinate State-level services in relation to delinquency prevention and 38 

juvenile court services so that any citizen may go to one place in State 39 

government to receive information about available juvenile services. 40 

(15) Appoint the chief court counselor in each district upon the recommendation 41 

of the chief district court judge of that district. 42 

(16) Develop a statewide plan for training and professional development of chief 43 

court counselors, court counselors, and other personnel responsible for the 44 

care, supervision, and treatment of juveniles. The plan shall include 45 

attendance at appropriate professional meetings and opportunities for 46 

educational leave for academic study. 47 

(17) Study issues related to qualifications, salary ranges, appointment of 48 

personnel on a merit basis, including chief court counselors, court 49 

counselors, secretaries, and other appropriate personnel, at the State and 50 
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district levels in order to adopt appropriate policies and procedures 1 

governing personnel. 2 

(18) Set, in consultation with the Office of State Personnel, the salary supplement 3 

paid to teachers, instructional support personnel, and school-based 4 

administrators who are employed at juvenile facilities and are licensed by 5 

the State Board of Education. The salary supplement shall be at least five 6 

percent (5%), but not more than the percentage supplement they would 7 

receive if they were employed in the local school administrative unit where 8 

the job site is located. These salary supplements shall not be paid to central 9 

office staff. Nothing in this subdivision shall be construed to include "merit 10 

pay" under the term "salary supplement". 11 

(19) Designate persons, as necessary, as State juvenile justice officers, to provide 12 

for the care and supervision of juveniles placed in the physical custody of 13 

the Division. 14 

(c) Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Part and in Article 1 of this 15 

Chapter, the Secretary of Public Safety shall prescribe the functions, powers, duties, and 16 

obligations of every agency or division section in the Division. 17 

(d) Where Division statistics indicate the presence of minority youth in juvenile 18 

facilities disproportionate to their presence in the general population, the Division shall develop 19 

and recommend appropriate strategies designed to ensure fair and equal treatment in the 20 

juvenile justice system. 21 

(e) The Division may provide consulting services and technical assistance to courts, law 22 

enforcement agencies, and other agencies, local governments, and public and private 23 

organizations. The Division may develop or assist Juvenile Crime Prevention Councils in 24 

developing community needs, assessments, and programs relating to the prevention and 25 

treatment of delinquent and undisciplined behavior. 26 

(f) The Division shall develop a cost-benefit model for each State-funded program. 27 

Program commitment and recidivism rates shall be components of the model." 28 

SECTION 14.  G.S. 143B-840(a) reads as rewritten: 29 

"(a) The Division shall develop and implement the a comprehensive juvenile 30 

delinquency and substance abuse prevention plan developed by the Office of Juvenile Justice 31 

and shall coordinate with County Councils for implementation of a continuum of services and 32 

programs at the community level.

Public Safety, including persons in the custody of the Division of Adult Correction of the 33 

Department of Public Safety pending trial or appellate review or for presentence diagnostic 34 

evaluation, or any prisoner in the custody of any local confinement facility (as defined in 35

G.S. 153A-217) pending trial or appellate review or for any lawful purpose, who by threats, 37 

coercion, intimidation or physical force takes, holds, or carries away any person, as hostage or 38 

otherwise, shall be punished as a Class F felon. The provisions of this section apply to: (i) 39 

violations committed by any prisoner in the custody of the Division of Adult Correction of the 40 

Department of Public Safety, whether inside or outside of the facilities of the North Carolina 41

This forfeiture will be set aside if, on or before the final 14 

judgment date shown above, satisfactory evidence is presented to the court 15 

that one of the following events has occurred: (i) the defendant's failure to 16 

appear has been stricken by the court in which the defendant was required to 17 

appear and any order for arrest that was issued for that failure to appear is 18 

recalled, (ii) all charges for which the defendant was bonded to appear have 19 

been finally disposed by the court other than by the State's taking a voluntary 20 

dismissal with leave, (iii) the defendant has been surrendered by a surety or 21 

bail agent to a sheriff of this State as provided by law, (iv) the defendant has 22 

been served with an Order for Arrest for the Failure to Appear on the 23 

criminal charge in the case in question as evidenced by a copy of an official 24 

court record, including an electronic record, (v) the defendant died before or 25

d. The type of services provided to these populations. 42 

e. The rate of revocations and successful completions for people who 43 

received services. 44 

f. Other measures as determined appropriate. 45 

(3) The dollar amount needed to provide additional services to meet the needs of 46 

the priority population in the upcoming budget year. 47 

(4) Details of personnel, travel, contractual, operating, and equipment 48 

expenditures for each program type." 49 

SECTION 58.  G.S. 146-33 reads as rewritten: 50 

"§ 146-33.  State agencies to locate and mark boundaries of lands. 51 
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Every State agency shall locate and identify, and shall mark and keep marked, the 1 

boundaries of all lands allocated to that agency or under its control. The Department of 2 

Administration shall locate and identify, and mark and keep marked, the boundaries of all State 3 

lands not allocated to or under the control of any other State agency. The chief administrative 4 

officer of every State agency is authorized to contract with the State Division of Adult 5 

Correction of the Department of Public Safety for the furnishing, upon such conditions as may 6 

be agreed upon from time to time between the State Division of Adult Correction of the 7 

Department of Public Safety and the chief administrative officer of that agency, of prison labor 8 

for use where feasible in the performance of these duties." 9 

SECTION 59.  G.S. 147-12(b) reads as rewritten: 10 

"(b) The Department of Transportation, the Division of Adult Correction of the 11 

Department of Public Safety, the Department of Public Safety, the State Highway Patrol, the 12 

Wildlife Resources Commission, the Division of Parks and Recreation in the Department of 13 

Environment and Natural Resources, and the Division of Marine Fisheries in the Department of 14 

Environment and Natural Resources shall deliver to the Governor by February 1 of each year 15 

detailed information on the agency's litter enforcement, litter prevention, and litter removal 16 

efforts. The Administrative Office of the Courts shall deliver to the Governor Governor, by 17 

February 1 of each year year, detailed information on the enforcement of the littering laws of 18 

the State, including the number of charges and convictions under the littering laws of the State. 19 

The Governor shall gather the information submitted by the respective agencies and deliver a 20 

consolidated annual report report, on or before March 1 of each year year, to the Environmental 21 

Review Commission, the Joint Legislative Transportation Oversight Committee, and the House 22 

of Representatives and the Senate Appropriations Subcommittees on Natural and Economic 23 

Resources."   24 

SECTION 60.  G.S. 148-26(f) reads as rewritten: 25 

"(f) Adult inmates of the State prison system shall be prohibited from working at or 26 

being on the premises of any schools or institutions operated or administered by the Youth 27 

Development Division Section of the Division of Juvenile Justice of the Department of Public 28 

Safety.Safety unless a complete sight and sound barrier is erected and maintained during the 29 

course of the labor performed by the adult inmates." 30 

SECTION 61.  G.S. 162-39(c) reads as rewritten: 31 

"(c) The sheriff of the county from which the prisoner is removed shall be responsible 32 

for conveying the prisoner to the jail or prison unit where he is to be held, and for returning him 33 

to the common jail of the county from which he was transferred. The return shall be made at 34 

the expiration of the time designated in the court order directing the transfer unless the judge, 35 

by appropriate order, shall direct otherwise. The sheriff or keeper of the jail of the county 36 

designated in the court order, or the officer in charge of the prison unit designated by the 37 

Secretary of Public Safety, shall receive and release custody of the prisoner in accordance with 38 

the terms of the court order. If a prisoner is transferred to a unit of the State prison system, the 39 

county from which the prisoner is transferred shall pay the Division of Adult Correction of the 40 

Department of Public Safety for maintaining the prisoner for the time designated by the court at 41 

the per day, per inmate rate at which the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of 42 

Public Safety pays a local jail for maintaining a prisoner. The county shall also pay the 43 

Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety for the costs of extraordinary 44 

medical care incurred while the prisoner was in the custody of the Division of Adult Correction 45 

of the Department of Public Safety, defined as follows: 46 

(1) Medical expenses incurred as a result of providing health care to a prisoner 47 

as an inpatient (hospitalized); 48 

(2) Other medical expenses when the total cost exceeds thirty-five dollars 49 

($35.00) per occurrence or illness as a result of providing health care to a 50 

prisoner as an outpatient (nonhospitalized); and 51 
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(3) Cost of replacement of eyeglasses and dental prosthetic devices if those 1 

eyeglasses or devices are broken while the prisoner is incarcerated, provided 2 

the prisoner was using the eyeglasses or devices at the time of his 3 

commitment and then only if prior written consent of the county is obtained 4 

by the Division. 5 

If the prisoner is transferred to a jail in some other county, the county from which the prisoner 6 

is transferred shall pay to the county receiving the prisoner in its jail the actual cost of 7 

maintaining the prisoner for the time designated by the court. Counties are hereby authorized to 8 

enter into contractual agreements with other counties to provide jail facilities to which 9 

prisoners may be transferred as deemed necessary under this section. 10 

Whenever prisoners are arrested in such numbers that county jail facilities are insufficient 11 

and inadequate for the safekeeping of such prisoners, the resident judge of the superior court or 12 

any superior or district court judge holding court in the district may order the prisoners 13 

transferred to a unit of the State Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public 14 

Safety designated by the Secretary of Public Safety or his authorized representative, where the 15 

prisoners may be held for such length of time as the judge may direct, such detention to be in 16 

cell separate from that used for imprisonment of persons already convicted of crimes, except 17 

when admission to an inpatient prison medical or mental health unit is required to provide 18 

services deemed necessary by a prison health care clinician. The sheriff of the county from 19 

which the prisoners are removed shall be responsible for conveying the prisoners to the prison 20 

unit or units where they are to be held, and for returning them to the common jail of the county 21 

from which they were transferred. However, if due to the number of prisoners to be conveyed 22 

the sheriff is unable to provide adequate transportation, he may request the assistance of the 23 

Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety, and the Division of Adult 24 

Correction of the Department of Public Safety is hereby authorized and directed to cooperate 25 

with the sheriff and provide whatever assistance is available, both in vehicles and manpower, to 26 

accomplish the conveying of the prisoners to and from the county to the designated prison unit 27 

or units. The officer in charge of the prison unit designated by the Secretary of Public Safety or 28 

his authorized representative shall receive and release the custody of the prisoners in 29 

accordance with the terms of the court order. The county from which the prisoners are 30 

transferred shall pay to the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety the 31 

actual cost of transporting the prisoners and the cost of maintaining the prisoners at the per day, 32 

per inmate rate at which the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety 33 

pays a local jail for maintaining a prisoner, provided, however, that a county is not required to 34 

reimburse the State for transporting or maintaining a prisoner who was a resident of another 35 

state or county at the time he was arrested. However, if the county commissioners shall certify 36 

to the Governor that the county is unable to pay the bill submitted by the State Division of 37 

Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety to the county for the services rendered, 38 

either in whole or in part, the Governor may recommend to the Council of State that the State 39 

of North Carolina assume and pay, in whole or in part, the obligation of the county to the 40 

Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety, and upon approval of the 41 

Council of State the amount so approved shall be paid from Contingency and Emergency Fund 42 

to the Division of Adult Correction of the Department of Public Safety. 43 

When, due to an emergency, it is not feasible to obtain from a judge of the superior or 44 

district court a prior order of transfer, the sheriff of the county and the Division of Adult 45 

Correction of the Department of Public Safety may exercise the authority hereinafter conferred; 46 

provided, however, that the sheriff shall, as soon as possible after the emergency, obtain an 47 

order from the judge authorizing the prisoners to be held in the designated place of confinement 48 

for such period as the judge may direct. All provisions of this subsection shall be applicable to 49 

municipalities whenever prisoners are arrested in such numbers that the municipal jail facilities 50 

and the county jail facilities are insufficient and inadequate for the safekeeping of the prisoners. 51 
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The chief of police is hereby authorized to exercise the authority herein conferred upon the 1 

sheriff, and the municipality shall be liable for the cost of transporting and maintaining the 2 

prisoners to the same extent as a county would be unless action is taken by the Governor and 3 

Council of State as herein provided for counties which are unable to pay such costs." 4 

SECTION 62.  The Revisor of Statutes shall delete throughout Chapter 148 of the 5 

General Statutes the words "State" or "North Carolina" if the words appear directly before the 6 

phrase "Division of Adult Correction." 7 

SECTION 63.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 8
