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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE CAPITAL NEEDS OF PUBLIC SCHOOLS, 2 

COMMUNITY COLLEGES, UNIVERSITIES, AND AGENCIES OF THE STATE AND 3 

TO PROVIDE CONTINUING FUNDING FOR BROADBAND INFRASTRUCTURE 4 

EXPANSION. 5 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 

SECTION 1.(a)  Short Title. – This act shall be known as the "2019 School 7 

Construction and Rural Broadband Investment Act." 8 

SECTION 1.(b)  Purpose. – It is the intent of the General Assembly by this act to 9 

appropriate funds to address the capital needs of the public schools and community colleges by 10 

pledging over two billion one hundred million dollars ($2,100,000,000) available in the State 11 

Capital and Infrastructure Fund to counties and three hundred million dollars ($300,000,000) to 12 

the community colleges in this State over the next 10 years, and by establishing an ongoing 13 

appropriation of fifteen million dollars ($15,000,000) annually to bolster broadband 14 

infrastructure expansion projects in the Growing Rural Economies with Access to Technology 15 

program, while maintaining anticipated appropriations of four billion dollars ($4,000,000,000) 16 

to assist State agencies and The University of North Carolina with their ongoing capital needs. 17 

SECTION 1.(c)  Funds Appropriated for State Agencies and The University of North 18 

Carolina. – Notwithstanding G.S. 143C-5-2, subject to the enactment of future allocations by 19 

legislative act on the use of appropriated funds, there is hereby appropriated from the State 20 

Capital and Infrastructure Fund the following sums for the following fiscal years for capital 21 

projects and repairs and renovations projects for State agencies and The University of North 22 

Carolina: 23

SECTION 1.(d)  Use of Appropriated Funds for Counties. – Subject to the provisions 34 

of subsections (e) and (f) of this section, two billion one hundred sixty-six million nine hundred 35 
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fifty-five thousand one hundred twenty-eight dollars ($2,166,955,128) shall be used for the 1 

purpose of issuing allotted proceeds to local education agencies for new construction or 2 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations in accordance with the following: 3

SECTION 1.(e)  K-12 Building Fund Created; Administration. – There is created 19 

within the Office of State Budget and Management the K-12 Building Fund as a capital project 20 

fund. Proceeds disbursed from the Fund shall be used for new construction or rehabilitation of 21 

existing facilities, repairs and renovations, building of technology infrastructure, and the 22 

purchase of measures to ensure building security. Projects for facilities for centralized 23 

administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or mobile classrooms are not eligible for funding. 24 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or 25 

rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the facility by 26 

at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. In order to receive the proceeds for projects for 27 

new construction, the county receiving the proceeds shall provide local matching funds from 28 

county funds, other non-State funds, or a combination of these sources for such proceeds. The 29 

amount of matching funds shall be (i) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every three 30 

dollars ($3.00) of such proceeds for a county located in a development tier one area, as defined 31 

in G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every two dollars ($2.00) 32 

of such proceeds for a county located in a development tier two area, as defined in 33 

G.S. 143B-437.08, and (iii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every one dollar 34 

($1.00) of such proceeds for a county located in a development tier three area, as defined in 35 

G.S. 143B-437.08. No matching funds shall be required for proceeds intended for rehabilitation 36 

of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. A county shall draw upon the proceeds allocated 37 

to it pursuant to subsection (d) of this section over a two-year period, and no more than half of 38 

the allocated proceeds may be drawn by a county in the first year of the two-year period. In the 39 

case of a local school administrative unit located entirely in one county, the unit's total 40 

distribution amount shall be allocated to that county. In the case of a local school administrative 41 

unit located in more than one county, the unit's distribution amount shall be allocated among the 42 

counties in which the unit is located in proportion to average daily membership of the unit in 43 

each county. A unit's distribution amount allocated to a county may be used only with respect to 44 

public school facilities of that unit. If two or more local school administrative units are 45 

consolidated into one unit, the distribution amounts provided in subsection (d) of this section for 46 

the units shall be considered the distribution amount for the merged unit. 47 

SECTION 1.(f)  The Department of Public Instruction shall assist the Office of State 48 

Budget and Management in developing a priority list of projects and capital needs to enable the 49 

Office of State Budget and Management in administering the proceeds from the K-12 Building 50 
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Fund in a manner that will not exceed the appropriations to the Fund provided in subsection (g) 1 

of this section. 2 

SECTION 1.(g)  Ten-Year Appropriations for K-12. – Notwithstanding 3 

G.S. 143C-5-2, there is appropriated from the State Capital and Infrastructure Fund to the K-12 4 

Building Fund the following sums for the following fiscal years: 5

SECTION 1.(h)  Use of Appropriated Funds for Community Colleges. – The 16 

Community Colleges System Office shall administer funds appropriated from the State Capital 17 

and Infrastructure Fund for capital projects at community colleges, major equipment acquisitions, 18 

building of the enterprise resource planning information technology, and other technology 19 

infrastructure. Projects for facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable 20 

classrooms, or mobile classrooms are not eligible for funding. Any items purchased with such 21 

proceeds for new construction or rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations 22 

and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 23 

10 years or must extend the life of the facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. 24 

In order to receive proceeds for projects for new construction, the community college receiving 25 

an allocation shall provide local matching funds from county funds, other non-State funds, or a 26 

combination of these sources for such proceeds. The amount of matching funds shall be (i) one 27 

dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every three dollars ($3.00) of such allocation for a 28 

community college with a main campus located in a development tier one area, as defined in 29 

G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every two dollars ($2.00) 30 

of such allocation for a community college with a main campus located in a development tier 31 

two area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, and (iii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for 32 

every one dollar ($1.00) of such allocation for a community college with a main campus located 33 

in a development tier three area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. Community colleges are not 34 

required to match allocations in this section for rehabilitation of existing facilities, repairs and 35 

renovations, or major equipment acquisitions. The provisions of G.S. 115D-31, or any other 36 

provision of law permitting prior expenditures to be used for match purposes, do not apply for 37 

purposes of meeting the matching funds requirements of this subsection. 38 

SECTION 1.(i)  Appropriation of Funds for Community Colleges. – Notwithstanding 39 

G.S. 143C-5-2, there is appropriated from the State Capital and Infrastructure Fund to the 40 

Community Colleges System Office the following sums in the following fiscal years to be used 41 

for the purposes provided in subsection (h) of this section: 42

SECTION 1.(j)  G.S. 143B-1373 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 51 
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"(p) There is hereby appropriated each fiscal year the sum of fifteen million dollars 1 

($15,000,000) from the State Capital and Infrastructure Fund to the Growing Rural Economies 2 

with Access to Technology Fund established pursuant to this section to be used to administer the 3 

GREAT program." 4 

SECTION 1.(k)  G.S. 143C-4-3.1 reads as rewritten: 5 

"§ 143C-4-3.1.  State Capital and Infrastructure Fund. 6 

… 7 

(e) Use of Funds. – Monies in the Fund shall first be used to meet the debt service 8 

obligations of the State. In addition to meeting the State's debt service obligations, monies in the 9 

Fund may be used for the following purposes: 10 

(1) New State and The University of North Carolina capital projects governed 11 

pursuant to Article 8 of Chapter 143C of the General Statutes. 12 

(2) Repair and renovation of existing capital assets, as provided in 13 

G.S. 143C-8-13. 14 

(3) Capital projects and repair and renovation of existing capital assets as 15 

provided pursuant to the 2019 School Construction and Rural Broadband 16 

Investment Act. 17 

(4) Broadband infrastructure projects funded through appropriations to the 18 

Growing Rural Economies with Access to Technology Fund established in 19 

G.S. 143B-1373(b). 20 

(f) Funds Available Only Upon Appropriation. – Funds reserved to the Fund shall be 21 

available for expenditure only upon an act of appropriation by the General Assembly." 22 

SECTION 2.  Section 1(j) of this act shall expire on June 30, 2029. This act becomes 23 

effective July 1, 2019. 24
